TEN COMMANDMENTS

2. WE ARE TO HAVE NO FALSE GODS 2 fingers in the air, second
finger stands for false god. ~(Point to pointer finger “REMEMBER THERE

3. DO NOT TAKE THE LORD’S NAME IN VAIN 3 fingers in the
air, this looks like a “W” which stands for “words”

4. REMEMBER THE SABBATH 4 fingers in air. Have thumb resting
behind the four fingers. Resting thumb represents day of rest.

5. HONOR FATHER AND MOTHER 5 fingers on hand raised in air as if
taking a pledge.

6. DON’T KILL! Pointer finger pointed, three fingers back and thumb up
making the symbol of a pointed gun. Point this at other hand held as a
target.

7. DON’T COMMIT ADULTERY - Have five fingers flat with palm up
representing the church. With other hand, two fingers raised to represent
two people coming to church to marry and who promise to love one another

-and be true to one another.

8. DON’T STEAL - Both hands with four fingers extended, represents jail.
You go to jail if you steal.

9. DON’T TELL LIES - Extend nine fingers in the air, one thumb hidden.
Thumb is hiding, telling lies.

10. DON’T COVET - Palms placed upward and fingers wriggle in “gimme!
Gimme!” toward person.
